Cheesey Potatoe Head  

4 small baking potatoes 

1/3 cup sour cream 

1/4 teaspoon salt 

1/8 teaspoon garlic powder 

1/2 cup shredded cheddar cheese 

16 slices pimiento-stuffed olives 

1/4  cup finely chopped broccoli florets  

4 small broccoli florets  

4 small pieces red bell pepper 

4 pretzel twists 

1. Preheat oven to 425.  Pierce potatoes sev-

eral times with fork. Place in shallow bak-

ing pan. Bake 55 to 65 minutes until ten-

der. Let stand for 10 minutes. 

2. Cut thin slice lengthwise of  side of each 

potato e; discard. Scoop pulp from potatoes 

into medium bowl and leaving 1/4 inch 

shell. 

3. Mash potato pulp with  masher. Stir in  

sour cream, salt, garlic powder and black 

pepper; fold in cheese and broccoli.  Spoon 

potato mixture into shells; return to pan. 

Bake, uncovered, 20 to 30 minutes or until 

heated through. 

4. Create face on each potato using olive slices 

for eyes and ears broccoli floret for nose 

and bell pepper for mouth.  Break bottom 

of each pretzel twist. Press top of one pret-

zel into each potato to create glasses.
